MPD 3 (1) 

1 – Evans’ Bellvalley Team Spirit – 8 months old tricolour boy.  Well proportioned. 

Good length of neck leading to well laid shoulders. Good tail set. Moved true both 

coming and going. 

2 – Kingsland’s Redcap Drumstick – 7 months old open tricolour with a strikingly 

beautiful head,  a little longer in body than 1.  Looked well on the move, rather 

wriggly when stacked. 

PD 5 (1) 

1 – Parker & Stevens’ Serenaker Hot as ‘Ell – Super, well-made pup of 9 months.  

Handsome masculine head, long neck leading to good shoulders. Excellent fore-

chest.  Moved very true both coming and going and shows great reach and drive 

from side view.  BPIS and could not deny him RBD. 

2 – Hunt and Norris’ - Cliffmere Mindful of Shercroft – Another very nice puppy, a 

little longer in body than 1 but with similar assets.  Good head and neck.  Moved well 

out and back.

1 – Kingsland’s Redcap The Patriot - Well constructed tan and white dog who looks 

really great in profile. Won the class principally on his movement which is so sound, 

showing great reach and drive.  In close contention for top honours. 

2 – Peterson’s Troopersway The Gladiator – Sound, well developed youngster, 

tricolour boy with a handsome head and well-proportioned body, good length of neck 

and well laid shoulder.  Looked well on the move. 

3 – Philpott’s Charterwood Fortune  

YD 1 

1 - Peterson’s Troopersway Stewpid Cupid – Really nice head on this boy who 

moved well with reach and drive.  Rather wriggly when standing.

1- Nash & Steven’s Maruby’s Dashing Darcy (imp) – Good body shape and great 

head.  Moved very soundly out and back, also looked very sound in profile.

1 – Walden’s Nedlaw Basil - Lovely lemon and white dog.  Clean outline, looks good 

both on the move and stacked.  Well balanced.

well balanced dog that looks good in profile. Good mover – close decision between 1 

& 2 just preferred the outline of 1.
